WALK TO SCHOOL REGISTER 
Children in years 5 & 6 are sometimes allowed to 
walk to and from school on their own, in 
preparation for secondary school.  We keep a 
register of all children who walk to school by 
themselves.  This is so that we can phone parents 
quickly if a child is not in school and we have not 
received a message.  If your child is in Years 5 or 6 
and you would like them to walk to school on their 
own, please complete the form attached. 
 
UNIFORM 
If your child has new uniform please label it 
straight away, before they wear it to school.  
Children should wear a plain red or white polo shirt 
or T-shirt under their red sweatshirt.  Cavendish 
school polo shirts are available from the school. 
Trousers and skirts should be dark blue, grey or 
black.
